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This Industrial Pretreatment Program Annual Report is provided pursuant to 40 CFR 
403.12(i) and Massachusetts Water Resources Authority’s (MWRA’s) National Pollutant 
Discharge Elimination System Permit numbers MA0103284 and MA0100404.  It covers 
the reporting period of July 1, 2012, through June 30, 2013 (FY13).  
 
Executive Summary and Program Highlights 
 
The FY13 report documents MWRA’s ongoing efforts to implement the requirements of 
40 CFR Part 403, General Pretreatment Regulations.  Some highlights from TRAC’s 
FY13 activities in the metropolitan Boston and Clinton sewer services areas include:  
 
Significant Industrial Users:  The number of facilities designated as Significant Industrial 
Users (SIUs) in MWRA’s sewer service areas at any time during FY13 was 212, three of 
which discharged to the Clinton Wastewater Treatment Plant.  At the end of the fiscal 
year, the number of SIUs was 202.  TRAC staff inspected 212 SIUs.  TRAC staff 
sampled 183 SIUs; 29 SIUs were not monitored because either they did not discharge 
during the year, or were re-categorized as non-SIUs before they could be sampled.  The 
number of SIUs in Significant Noncompliance (SNC) in FY13 was 37, an increase 
compared to FY12.  At the end of the reporting period, however, there were only 15 SIUs 
in SNC.   
 
Permitting:  TRAC issued or renewed a total of 338 industrial permits during FY13, 
including 65 to SIUs.   94% of the SIU permits were issued within 120 days of their 
application received dates or previous expiration dates, whichever was later, and 97% 
were issued within 180 days.   
 
Monitoring and Inspections:  TRAC staff completed 1,399 sampling events at 
industrial/commercial facilities, and 1,647 non-industrial sampling events (e.g. Combined 
Sewer Overflow and other special projects events).  TRAC staff also completed a total of 
953 inspections of industrial facilities, 739 inspections of oil/water separators at vehicle 
maintenance facilities and other garages; and 208 inspections of septage haulers and 
septage receiving sites.   
 
Enforcement Program:  TRAC issued a total of 250 early enforcement actions (Notices of 
Violations and Traps Warning Letters), and 71 higher-level enforcement actions (Notices 
of Noncompliance, Orders and Penalty Assessment Notices) to industrial and commercial 
facilities.  109 of the Notices of Violation were issued to SIUs, and 20 higher level 
actions were issue to SIUs.  TRAC assessed a total of $226,440 in penalties against 
permitted sewer users ($214,700 to SIUs), and collected a total of $47,175 in penalties 
during the fiscal year ($43,500 from SIUs).   
 
Staffing:  Several retirements of TRAC staff led to turnover during FY13; as of mid-
October, TRAC has completed filling all resulting vacancies and TRAC is operating with 
a full complement of staff.  
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Section I.  Pretreatment Program Activities and Results 
 
A detailed accounting of the pretreatment program activities and accomplishments for 
MWRA’s Industrial Users (including Significant Industrial Users), during FY13 is 
presented below.  
 
Appendix A contains information on MWRA’s SIUs, and provides, in its Key, criteria for 
SIU status and compliance status codes.  The Appendix provides information about why 
the facility is a SIU and whether it is in compliance with reporting requirements, 
categorical standards and local limits, dates of MWRA inspections and monitoring events 
for each facility, and what, if any, enforcement actions were taken by MWRA against the 
facility.  Appendix B details all permitted industrial users not classified as SIUs.  The 
information includes a description of the sampling locations and sampling requirements 
for each industry, any discharge violations during the year, and all enforcement actions 
taken against them during the year.  Each SIU is inspected at least once per fiscal year 
and each SIU with a discharge to the sewer system is sampled at least once per fiscal 
year.   
 
Statistics on MWRA’s Significant Industrial Users (SIUs) and the number of SIUs in 
Significant Noncompliance (SNC) for FY13 for the Clinton and the metropolitan Boston 
areas are summarized below.  The list of SIUs in SNC can be found in Appendix C.

MWRA conducts meetings for SIUs annually, to review compliance issues and 
encourage facilities to reduce instances of violations.  More than 79 people representing 
41 SIUs attended the FY13 meetings that took place in May 2013.  MWRA used the 
opportunity to remind SIUs of their reporting and compliance obligations and to update 
them on MWRA and EPA initiatives.  In addition, attendees enjoyed a tour of the 
MWRA’s Deer Island Wastewater Treatment Plant.      
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The EPA Pretreatment Annual Report Summary forms are attached to the end of this 
report as Appendix L.  A list of permitted users that were SIUs in FY12 but not in FY13 
is attached as Appendix D.  
 
Permitting 
 
Appendix A provides permit issue and expiration dates for all SIUs.  In FY13, TRAC 
issued 94% of SIU permits within 120 days of their application received dates or previous 
expiration dates, whichever was later, and 97% within 180 days of their application 
received dates or previous expiration dates, whichever was later.  SIU permits that 
exceeded 180 days were delayed while staff determined appropriate conditions for the 
permits.  During FY13, TRAC completed the following permitting activities:

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Enforcement 
 
During FY13, TRAC initiated a total of 323 enforcement actions to industrial and 
commercial users of the sewer system.  The types of actions and the number of each type 
follows.  Appendices A and B explain the various types of enforcement actions, and 
provide information on which facilities received enforcement actions, when and what 
type(s).    Appendix F provides a list of penalties assessed and collected in FY13.

Information Systems 
 
MWRA continued to utilize the Inflection Point Solutions’ Pretreatment Information 
Management System (PIMS) software to manage its pretreatment program).  The system 
is continuing to be adapted to accommodate pretreatment program requirements.    
TRAC’s in-house information systems staff are responsible for supporting system design 
and implementation, data entry, quality assurance, and project management and 
coordination.  In FY13, TRAC created and filled a Project Manager position to manage 
the day-to-day PIMS issues.  The information systems group will collectively continue to 
ensure that TRAC maintains accurate and up-to-date information for its currently 
permitted industries and historical records on additional firms that operate in the MWRA 
sanitary sewerage area.  The newly created position reports to the Program Manager of 
Compliance.   
 
On January 14, 2010, MWRA’s MIS staff submitted an application to EPA to authorize 
MWRA to receive electronic submittals through the PIMS system.  TRAC’s plan is to 
allow our regulated users the ability to submit reports and permit applications 
electronically through PIMS.  The EPA approval process is required by EPA’s Cross-
Media Electronic Reporting (CROMERR) requirements, though MWRA has utilized 
electronic submissions for more than a decade.   EPA has requested additional 
information regarding MWRA’s application and MWRA’s MIS Department has been 
evaluating alternatives for responding to EPA and moving electronic reporting forward.  
One option under consideration is the use of EPA’s shared services for specific 
CROMERR tasks.   This would allow MWRA to take advantage of publicly available 
technology developed by EPA in accordance with the CROMERR rule.   
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Legal Support 
 
MWRA’s Law Division provides legal and policy advice and counsel to TRAC managers 
and staff, and represents MWRA in pretreatment-related matters.  
 
In FY13, Law Division work for TRAC included: 
  

• Reviewing and commenting on TRAC penalty assessment notices, and on 
enforcement orders, notices of noncompliance, and rulings as requested; 

• Representing MWRA in administrative appeals of penalty assessment notices, 
enforcement orders, notices of noncompliance and permits; 

• Representing MWRA in pre-enforcement negotiations;  
• Tracking bankruptcy filings by MWRA permittees; and, 
• Taking successful court action for unpaid permit charges. 

 
 
Local Limits 
 
MWRA last adopted modified local limits on June 20, 2003.  In anticipation of renewal 
of our NPDES permits, MWRA staff have been sampling since 2005 to support an 
evaluation of existing Metropolitan Boston and Clinton local limits. This sampling 
continued throughout FY13.  MWRA entered into a contract with Dewberry, an 
engineering consultant (with a subcontract to CH2MHill, an environmental consultant 
with experience in the development of technically based local limits) in 2011 to 
undertake an evaluation of the existing Clinton local limits.  MWRA provided comments 
on a draft report completed in July 2012.  A second draft of the report was received in 
February 2013; however, given the uncertainty of the timing of the issuance of the final 
NPDES permit, MWRA closed out the study with Dewberry and will be completing the 
report with in-house staff.  The final technical report recommending modifications to the 
Clinton Local Limits will be completed during FY14.   
 
The Metropolitan Sewerage Area Local Limits will be evaluated per EPA requirements 
that are established in the Deer Island NPDES Permit upon its renewal. 
 
Emergency Response 
 
TRAC field staff are responsible for responding to emergency events, toxics releases, or 
spills to the sewer system.  These releases may potentially result in interference 
(disabling of the treatment plant’s facilities/processes), or pass-through (discharge of 
toxics through the treatment works into the receiving waters).  Due to the abrupt and 
often hazardous nature of these events, they generally take precedence over normal 
monitoring and inspection activities.  Chemical and oil spills also pose significant 
concerns to the collection and treatment systems, due to the possibility of explosion, toxic 
fumes, and facility damage.

TRAC staff respond to these types of events to assess their potential to affect the sewer 
system and downstream facilities.  TRAC staff are an integral part of MWRA’s 
emergency response organization, and are trained to respond immediately to emergencies 
posing a threat to public health, worker safety, and facility operation.  A TRAC manager 
and a sampling associate, as well as a fully equipped sampling van are on-call 24 hours a 
day to respond to reported emergencies.   
  
TRAC emergency responses may be initiated for both short-term, episodic releases and 
continuing events, which may potentially impact the collection and treatment system.  
The following describe some of the events to which TRAC responded in FY13: 
 

• TRAC Monitoring staff responded to a report of high hydrogen sulfide (H2S) 
levels found in the sewer in the area of the Braintree/Weymouth Pump Station on 
September 26, 2012.  Operations staff reported that a metering crew working on 
Lee Street in Quincy measured high levels of H2S inside the manhole and in the 
Braintree/Weymouth Pump Station. TRAC staff collected wastewater samples 
from two locations at the facility.  Air monitoring was done at several manholes 
within the area and the results of the air monitoring showed the highest readings 
in the influent line near the facility.  The source of the hydrogen sulfide was not 
found. 

 
• TRAC Staff responded to a reported sewer overflow at a manhole in a 

supermarket parking lot in Medford on October 25, 2012.   TRAC Sampling Staff 
collected samples from a manhole downstream of the overflow manhole and one 
from the ejector pit in the basement of the store.   A sewer cleaning contractor 
was called by store management to free the blockage in the line, which was 
caused by an ineffective grease trap in the Whole Foods Store. When staff arrived 
on site the contractor was using water jetting to free the blockage by forcing it 
downstream.  TRAC staff discussed the downstream impacts of this type of sewer 
cleaning with the Medford Board of Health Director and the supermarket store 
manager, informing them that grease should be removed from the local sewer 
system rather than jetting the line and allowing the freed grease to flow 
downstream into the MWRA sewer system.   The supermarket replaced the 
ineffective grease trap with a new trap with twice the grease removal capacity in 
November 2012.  TRAC has not received any reports of sewer blockages at this 
site since the grease trap was replaced.   
 

• On February 27 and 28, 2013, the MWRA Sewer 
Service Area experienced a wet weather event 
during which flows in the sanitary sewer system 
rose to levels higher than seen during normal 
operations.  During this event, MWRA’s Braintree-
Weymouth Replacement Pumping Station (BWR 
Pumping Station) experienced diminished pumping 
capacity and experienced a failure of the grinders.

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During the event and after, MWRA operations personnel had to remove and clean 
the grinders to keep the facility operating.  Staff discovered that the grinders and 
pumps malfunctioned due to rags in the wastewater flow.   MWRA staff 
investigated the source of rags in the system through physical inspection of 
tributary lines as well as by developing a list of industries within the BWR 
Pumping Station collection area.  Industries were compiled from the PIMS 
database for permitted industries, and on-line business searches for non-permitted 
facilities likely to have or use rags. TRAC staff conducted inspections of 196 
industrial, commercial and municipal facilities over the course of about 3 weeks.  
Non-permitted facilities were visited and 
questioned as to their use and disposal 
methods of rag material.  Similar rags with 
matching petroleum fingerprints were found 
in the septage disposal site operated by the 
Town of Randolph.  TRAC issued a Cease 
and Desist Order to the Town and ordered 
that the site be cleaned to remove all grit 
and debris, and other controls be put into 
place to prevent the disposal of similar 
material in the future.  The Town of 
Randolph decided not to reopen the septage 
receiving site.  MWRA staff aided the Town of Randolph in the clean-up of the 
site.  No other specific source of rags was found.  As a result, however, TRAC 
staff increased the frequency of its inspections of septage receiving sites from 
monthly to every two weeks to check for the presence of rags.   
 
MWRA has begun a public information campaign regarding the issue of rags and 
wipes disposal to the sanitary sewer system.  The topic was discussed at the 
Annual SIU meetings held in May and additional meetings are planned with 
MWRA’s Advisory Board, the Wastewater Advisory Board, and our Sewer Use 
communities.  MWRA’s Education Program will focus on wipes disposal issues 
for its 2013 video, poster and essay contest, and there are preliminary plans to 
update the MWRA web-site to provide useful information to consumers and 
businesses.  TRAC is reviewing its Septage Discharge Permit program and will 
make changes if we determine any are necessary.  

 
Pass-Through and Interference 
 
There were no investigations of, nor were there any instances of, Pass-Through or 
Interference at the Deer Island Wastewater Treatment Plant or the Clinton Wastewater 
Treatment Plant in FY13.  As described above in the Emergency Response section, 
MWRA conducted an extensive investigation into the source of rags at the Braintree 
Weymouth Replacement Pump Station that contributed to a pump station blockage.

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Pretreatment Program Resources 
 
MWRA’s Toxic Reduction and Control section (TRAC) is organized along a functional 
alignment.  Presently, a Regional Manager oversees Industrial Coordinators, who conduct 
inspections and draft permits, and three staff responsible for implementing MWRA’s 
septage and gasoline/oil separator programs.  A second Regional Manager oversees all 
monitoring staff, who collect industrial and other wastewater samples.  A Program 
Manager oversees enforcement staff as well as staff dedicated to file and data 
management. TRAC has 42 full-time permanent positions (see Appendix G).  In FY13, 
TRAC experienced a relatively high level of vacancies due to retirements.  TRAC filled a 
vacant Regional Manager position, eliminated the position of Sampling Coordinator, 
upgraded two Senior Sampling Associates and increased their responsibilities, and filled 
three Industrial Coordinator vacancies.  Three vacant Sampling Associate positions 
resulting from this turnover have been filled as of October 2013.  TRAC continues to rely 
on Technical Services staff from the Operations Division’s Operations Support section to 
provide technical support for short and long-term projects to reduce toxics entering the 
collection system.  TRAC also relies on the Field Operations Department for clerical and 
secretarial staff, with one assigned full-time to TRAC (a decrease of one since 2012). 
 
 
Budget 
 
MWRA’s FY13 budget for the Toxic Reduction and Control Department (excluding 
laboratory analytical costs) was $3,602,741.  The majority of that cost was wages and 
salaries.   
 
 
Program Cost Recovery 
 
MWRA’s Incentive and Other Charges Program, administered by TRAC, continues to 
recover a substantial portion of MWRA’s costs of inspecting, monitoring, and permitting 
industrial sewer users.  For FY13, TRAC collected $1,970,747 in permit charges from 
permit holders.  Collections are at approximately 99% of the adjusted amount invoiced.     
 
 
  



 

 

Section 2 
Pollutant Analyses 
and Comparison to  

Environmental Standards 
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Section II.  Pollutant Analyses and Comparison to Environmental Standards 
 
The Environmental Quality, Water, and Wastewater Department (ENQUAL) evaluates 
the water quality and biological health of Massachusetts Bay, to ensure that the Deer 
Island discharge does not harm the marine environment. ENQUAL monitors Boston 
Harbor, and the rivers tributary to the harbor to monitor the impacts of CSOs, and to track 
the effects of the Boston Harbor Project and the long-term CSO plan on the harbor. 
   
MWRA measures pollutant concentrations in the plant influent to determine if pollutants                                                                     
are present in quantities that could inhibit proper operation of the treatment facilities, in 
the effluent to determine the effectiveness of its pollutant control measures and 
compliance with water quality standards, and in the sludge to ensure it meets beneficial 
reuse criteria.  This section discusses the results of these analyses.  
 
Priority Pollutants Scans 
 
Metropolitan Boston Service Area:  MWRA performs scans for priority pollutants on 
Deer Island Treatment Plant (DITP) influent and effluent samples.  Additional non-
priority pollutants are analyzed in support of meeting receiving water quality goals and 
the beneficial reuse standards for plant biosolids.   
 
Appendix H presents the analyses of influent and effluent samples from DITP.  Results 
are presented as monthly averages of all the samples analyzed during the fiscal year.  
When averaging the results of the inorganic compounds, undetected values are assumed 
to be half the method detection limit.  Organic compounds below the method detection 
limit are also presented as half the detection limit.  Results are reported in quantitation 
limits, which are about five times the method detection limit.  Thus, in the calculations, 
1/10 of the quantitation or ½ of the method detection limit are used.  This allows the data 
to be used without the less conservative assumption that non-detect values are zero.  
Analyses performed using non-EPA approved ultra low detection methods generally 
confirm that this methodology is a conservative way to estimate the concentrations of 
otherwise non-detected pollutants.  
 
Influent: As would be expected for a large urban system, surfactants, fats, oils and grease, 
nutrients, and most metals were detected regularly. 2-butanone (methyl ethyl ketone), 
widely used as a solvent and intermediate product in the manufacture of ketones and 
amines, was detected in 22 of 46 samples and 4-methylphenol (p-cresol), an intermediate 
in the manufacture of chemicals, dyes, plastics and antioxidants in 16 of 46 samples. 
Tetrachloroethene, widely uses in dry-cleaning fabrics, degreasing metal parts, and 
manufacturing other chemicals was detected 7% of the time; carbon disulfide, a chemical 
used in the manufacture of rayon, cellophane, rubber chemicals, and flotation chemicals 
was detected 9% of the time; and toluene, a solvent and a chemical used in the 
manufacture of benzene derivatives, dyes, and perfumes was detected 11% of the time. 
Styrene was detected by EPA-approved method in 1 of 46 samples. No pesticides were 
detected by EPA-approved methods. When characteristics of Deer Island influent are 
compared to literature inhibition values, analysis shows that no parameters exceeded the 
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thresholds. Deer Island did not experience any problems with process inhibition in either 
the sludge digestion or the activated sludge process during FY13.  Appendix H includes 
tables comparing Deer Island’s influent monthly average concentrations to inhibition 
values.   
 
Effluent: The activated sludge secondary process removes most of the organic pollutants. 
Of 24 samples, methylene chloride was detected in one sample, tetrachloroethene in two 
samples, and acetone in three samples. The activated sludge process also effectively 
removes metals. Removal rates range from a high of over 96% for mercury to lows of 
48% for arsenic and 50% for nickel.  The removal rate for chromium was 82%, zinc was 
85%, cadmium, copper and silver were 89%, and lead was 93%.  The Deer Island 
NPDES permit has no numerical permit limits for any priority pollutants except for PCBs 
because of the low concentration in effluent and high available dilution. In fact, toxic 
contaminants generally met water quality criteria in the effluent even before dilution.  
Copper is the only parameter that requires use of the dilution factor to meet water quality 
criteria. MWRA’s NPDES permit allows for a 50:1 dilution for determining compliance 
with acute water quality standards and a 70:1 dilution for chronic water quality standards. 
Appendix H includes tables comparing Deer Island’s effluent to both acute and chronic 
water quality standards. 
 
Clinton Treatment Plant:  MWRA performs priority pollutant scans on Clinton Treatment 
Plant (CLTP) influent and effluent samples.  Appendix I presents the results of these 
analyses. 
 
Influent: Analyses showed very few of the priority pollutants in the influent.  Aluminum, 
arsenic, copper, lead, mercury, and zinc were detected consistently, nickel was detected 
in two of four samples, and chromium and selenium were detected in one of four 
samples. A few organic compounds were also detected: benzyl alcohol in one of four 
samples, chloroform and toluene in two of four samples, and 4-methylphenol in three of 
four samples. No pesticides were detected in the influent.  Appendix I compares Clinton 
influent samples to literature inhibition values for its treatment processes.  No parameters 
exceeded either the published acute inhibition level for the activated sludge or the sludge 
digestion processes in FY13, with the exception of zinc in the month of March.  The 
measured zinc level in the influent exceeded the published acute inhibition level for 
activated sludge, but there was no detectable impact on the plant operations. 
 
Effluent: Analyses showed a few organic compounds in the effluent. Of 12 samples, 
acetone, bromodichloromethane, and trichloroethene were detected in one sample and 
chloroform in all 12 samples.  Removal rates for metals ranged from highs of 97% for 
lead, 94% for zinc, 93% for copper, and 92% for mercury to lows of 49% for cadmium 
and 56% for nickel. The removal rates for chromium, silver and arsenic were 60%, 71% 
and 76% respectively.  Appendix I includes tables comparing effluent concentrations 
with both acute and chronic water quality criteria. The Clinton Treatment plant permit 
allows for a 1.6:1 dilution for determining compliance with acute and chronic water 
quality criteria, In FY13, there were no calculated exceedances of water quality 
standards.   
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In September 2010, EPA issued a draft permit that requires stringent permit limits on 
phosphorus year-round and a reporting requirement for aluminum.  Aluminum levels in 
the effluent previously had the potential to exceed water quality standards when the plant 
was using aluminum sulfate for phosphorus removal. In early May 2011, Clinton 
replaced alum with ferric chloride. Since that time, the effluent concentrations were well 
below water quality criteria of 87 ug/L and 750 ug/L for chronic and acute respectively.   
 
Copper in the effluent had been consistently violating permit limits in part due to high 
natural levels of copper in the receiving water. As a result of these violations, on 
September 30, 2002, MWRA received an administrative order (AO) from EPA 
specifying an interim copper limit of 20 µg/L and a requirement that MWRA report on 
efforts to reduce copper in the effluent. The average monthly effluent copper 
concentrations since the AO have all been well below the interim limit.  The average 
annual effluent copper concentration for FY13 was 6.8 µg/L. The maximum effluent 
concentration was 10.2 µg/L.  Efforts to reduce copper entering the treatment plant 
include corrosion control and public outreach programs.  The plant has also taken steps 
toward optimizing plant performance, including better management of sludge processing.  
In January 2007, and approved by EPA in early 2008, Massachusetts issued site-specific 
water quality criteria for copper – 25.7 µg/L and 18.1 µg/L for acute and chronic criteria 
respectively.  These new standards, which the plant can meet, were included in the re-
issuance of the CLTP draft NPDES permit on September 18, 2013. 
 
Toxicity 
  
MWRA tests effluent toxicity every month at DITP.  Effluent toxicity provides an overall 
view of effluent quality, ensuring that the effluent does not adversely affect the receiving 
waters.  
 
MWRA’s permit requires five tests for effluent toxicity.  The 48-hour acute static toxicity 
tests using the mysid shrimp (Americamysis bahia) and the silverside fish (Menidia 
beryllina) measure potential short-term lethal effects caused by the effluent.  Chronic 
survival and growth tests using Menidia and a chronic fertilization test using the sea 
urchin (Arbacia punctulata) all measure subtle toxic impacts over a longer period of time.  
The results of these tests for FY13 can be found in Appendix J. 
 
LC50 (Lethal Concentration 50%) is the concentration of effluent in a sample that causes 
50% mortality of the test population during the duration of the test.  The NOEC (No 
Observed Effect Concentration) is the concentration of effluent in a sample to which 
organisms are exposed in a life cycle or partial life cycle test that has no adverse effects.  
An NOEC of 1.5% means that 1.5% of the sample is effluent, and the remainder dilution 
water.  Any acute LC50 below 50% or chronic NOEC below 1.5% would violate the 
NPDES limit.  There were no toxicity permit violations for Deer Island effluent in FY13. 
 
MWRA also tests effluent toxicity four times per year at the Clinton Treatment Plant.  
MWRA’s NPDES permit requires three tests for effluent toxicity testing using freshwater 
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daphnid shrimp, Ceriodaphnia dubia.  One test is the 48-hour acute toxicity test, which 
measures potential short-term lethal effects caused by the effluent.  The second tests are 
chronic survival and reproduction tests, which measure subtle toxic impacts over a longer 
period of time.  There were no toxicity permit limits violations for Clinton effluent in 
FY13. The results of the Deer Island and Clinton toxicity tests for FY13 can be found in 
Appendix J.   
 
 
Residuals Quality   
 
EPA and the Massachusetts DEP regulate the quality of sewage biosolids intended for 
beneficial reuse.  At the federal level, these products are governed by the Clean Water 
Act.  These regulations establish quality criteria for several metals and for the degree of 
pathogen reduction.  Federal and state regulations have adopted a two-tiered approach to 
biosolids regulation.  Products meeting the strictest standards for all parameters (DEP 
Type I) may be distributed or marketed with few restrictions.  Products meeting only the 
less-prohibitive Type II standards may be used as fertilizer, but additional distribution, 
use restrictions and management practices apply. 
 
During FY13, MWRA’s biosolids met all applicable federal standards for unrestricted 
use as a fertilizer. (See Appendix K for more details).    MWRA did not meet the state 
standard for Molybdenum during five months in FY13.  The state standard for 
molybdenum (25 ppm) continues to be problematic.  Molybdenum is used as a corrosion 
inhibitor in cooling systems and its levels in residuals increase during the warmer months 
as cooling systems release blow-down to the sewer system.  MWRA will review 
molybdenum when it conducts its next evaluation of its Metropolitan Sewerage Area 
local limits associated with the renewal of the Deer Island NPDES permit.

CIU-# An industrial user subject to Categorical Pretreatment Standards under 40 CFR, 403.6 and 40 CFR, 
Chapter I, subchapter N. Any industry that falls under these categories is considered an SIU 
whether or not they have flow. These industries are Categorical Industrial Users (CIUs). 

 
25K or >25,000 gpd An industry which discharges an average of 25,000 gallons per day or more of process 

wastewater to the sewer system (excluding sanitary, noncontact cooling and boiler blowdown 
wastewater;) 

 
PTV An industry which is designated as such by the MWRA on the basis that the industrial user has a 

reasonable potential for adversely affecting the operation of the collection system or treatment 
plant, or violating any pretreatment requirement. 

 
Significant Noncompliance: 
 Possible reasons for an industry to be in Significant Noncompliance: 
 
A. Chronic violations of wastewater discharge limits, defined here as those in which 66% or more of all of the 

measurements taken during a six month period exceed (by any magnitude) the daily maximum limit or the 
average limit for the same pollutant parameter; 

 
B. Technical Review Criteria (TRC) violations, defined here as those in which 33% or more of all of the 

measurements for each pollutant parameter taken during a six month period equal or exceed the product of 
the daily maximum limit or the average limit times the applicable TRC (TRC=1.4 for BOD, TSS, fats, oil 
and grease, and 1.2 for all other pollutants except for pH); 

 
C. Any other violation of a pretreatment effluent limit (daily maximum or longer term average) that the 

MWRA determines has caused, alone or in combination with other discharges, interference or pass through 
(including endangering the health of treatment plant personnel or the general public); 
 

D. Any discharge of a pollutant that has caused imminent endangerment to human health, welfare or to the 
environment or has resulted in the MWRA’s exercise of its emergency Authority to halt or prevent such 
discharge; 

 
El.  Failure to meet, within 90 days after the schedule date, a permit milestone for starting construction. 
 
E2.  Failure to meet, within 90 days after the schedule date, a permit milestone for completing construction. 
 
E3.  Failure to meet, within 90 days after the schedule date, a permit milestone for attaining final compliance. 
 
E4.  Failure to meet, within 90 days after the schedule date, an enforcement milestone contained 

in a permit or enforcement order for starting construction. 
 

E5.  Failure to meet, within ninety days after the schedule date, a compliance milestone contained in an 
enforcement order for completing construction. 

 
E6.  Failure to meet, within ninety days after the schedule date, a compliance milestone contained in an 

enforcement order for attaining final compliance. 
 
F1.  Failure to provide, within 45 days after the due date, required baseline monitoring reports. 
F2.  Failure to provide, within 45 days after the due date, required 90 day compliance reports. 



F3. Failure to provide, within 45 days after the due date, required self-monitoring reports. 
F4.  Failure to provide, within 45 days after the due date, required compliance schedule reports. 
 
G.  Failure to accurately report noncompliance; 
 
H.  Any other violation or group of violations which the MWRA determines will adversely 

affect the operation or implementation of the pretreatment program. The MWRA has used this description 
for those industries that failed to submit permit applications in accordance with the regulations. 

 
Enforcement Actions: 
 
The type of enforcement action selected to respond to a violation depends on a variety of factors including, but not 
necessarily limited to: magnitude of the violations, duration of the violations, compliance history of the sewer user, 
perceived good faith of the user, clarity of the user’s responsibility, and, where such issues arise, the effects of the 
violation on the receiving waters and/or the treatment works. 
 
TRAC’s enforcement options found in this report include: 
 
Notice of Violation (NOV) 
 
This enforcement action is a letter to the user describing the violation and asking the user to identify the reason for 
the violation and what steps it will take to ensure that the violation will not recur. 
 
Notice of Noncompliance/Order to Take Corrective Action (NON/OTCA): 
 
This formal, written notice and order identifies which requirements the user has violated and specifies deadlines by 
which the user must come into compliance. It requires increased sampling and reporting of discharges by the user 
and the submission of a detailed report by the user on how and when it intends to achieve and maintain compliance 
with MWRA regulations. 

 
Enforcement Order (EO): 
 
Issued by the MWRA to an industry outlining violations and the actions the violator must take. 

 
Penalty Assessment Notice (PAN): 
 
Formal, written notice to an industry assessing civil monetary penalties. 
 
Supplemental Order to Comply (SOC): 
 
A further order, usually issued after a previous order fails to bring an industry into compliance. Often issued with a 
Penalty Assessment Notice (PAN). 
 
Administrative Orders (AO): 
 
These formal written orders include Enforcement Orders, Supplemental Orders, Orders to Take Corrective Action, 
Orders to Comply, and Cease and Desist Orders. They are sent as follow-ups to NON/OTCA’s as new information is 
obtained, or are sent in other instances where violations of MWRA regulations are taking place or threaten to take 
place. They often require increased sampling and reporting of discharges by the user and detailed schedules to 
achieve or maintain compliance with MWRA requirements. They may contain an order to stop a discharge or a 
violation. 
 



Notice of Proposed Permit Revocation (NPPR): 
 
Issued to an industry when violations are so severe or repetitive, that the MWRA must resort to revoking the 
industry’s permit. 

 
Ruling on Request for Reconsideration of NON/OTCA/EO/SOC/NPPR: 
 
In response to an industry’s appeal of an order or permit revocation, the Authority will issue its decision in the form 
of a Ruling on Request for Reconsideration of the order or permit revocation. 

 
Amended Ruling: 
 
An amendment to a ruling or order which modifies the original ruling. 
 
Compliance Schedule: 
 
Issued by the MWRA in a permit or a settlement agreement. It lists dates and milestones that an industry must meet 
to achieve compliance. 

 
Settlement Agreement: 
 
A formal document resolving violations and enforcement actions. 
 
Returned to Permit Letter: 
 
Notice to an industry that the industry has been relieved, in part or in full, of the sampling and reporting requirements 
of a prior enforcement action and can, therefore, return to those of its permit. 

 
Stipulated Penalties Under Agreement: 
 
Penalties which the settling parties agreed to pay for certain types of violations during the period of a settlement 
agreement. 

 
Interim Ruling on Req. for Reconsideration: 
 
These rulings resolve some but not all, issues appealed by an industry. A formal ruling will be issued later. 

 
Extension of NON/OTCA/EO/SOC/NPPR Letter: 
 
Extends dates in compliance order. 
 
TRAC has the power to take other types of actions for violations, some of which are described below: 
 
Emergency Suspension: 
 
Sewer service may be immediately suspended after informal notice to the user if the discharge reasonably appears to 
present an imminent danger to health, public welfare or the environment, or if it threatens to interfere with the 
operation of the sewer system. 
 
Civil Court Action: 
 
TRAC may refer a case to the Attorney general for action in civil court, including injunctive relief, the collection of 
penalties, and the recovery of expenses. Referrals are seldom made because TRAC can issue and enforce 
administrative orders and financial penalties without court action. 
 



Criminal Action: 
TRAC may refer a case to the Attorney General’s Office and the Environmental Crimes Strike Force for criminal 
charges to be brought against a user. Enforcement actions have been taken early in the year for those violations, but are not reported in this report. 
 
Some industries have enforcement actions but no discharge violations. In some cases, the enforcement 
actions were related to violations occurring prior to the start of the fiscal year. In others, the enforcement 
actions were related to reporting violations that are not listed in this appendix.
